Communication Tips

Email is rapidly becoming our most used means of
communicating with each other, replacing the tele-
phone for many common message tasks. It is even
acceptable to send out death notices (except to im-
mediate family and very close friends) via a mass
email.

When sending informational emails, here are a few
rules to follow for courtesy and clarity:

Never type in ALL CAPS. This is considered
SCREAMING. Occasionally for emphasis, it’s all
right, but underlining or bold face is more effective.

You may know all the cute “texteze” abbreviations,
but your recipient may not, When in doubt, spell it
out,. IYKWIM.*

When sending an email, use the Subject Line to
indicate what you are writing about: “Roanoke Valley
AAUW” or “New Member Tea” for example. Type
your message in the Body section. A salutation
(“Hi, Kay” or the more formal “Dear...”) is courteous
but not necessary unless you are writing to one per-
son and copying others for their information.

If you do not have an automated signature on your
emails, please be sure you identify yourself in case
the recipient doesn’t recognize your email address.

If you are sending to a long mailing list, use the
“BCC” option unless there is a reason to let your re-
cipients know who’s getting the message. There is
always a possibility that someone will hit “reply to all”
and then send something confidential to a lot of peo-
ple who were not supposed to get it.

When you reply to a message that includes, for ex-
ample, large photos or attachments, be sure you
delete the attachments from the reply, as this will
speed up the sending time.

When FORWARDING something that has attach-
ments, make sure the attachments go with the mes-
sage. And be judicious about hitting that forward
button. Choose the recipients of the jokes with dis-
cretion.
